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Destination Thailand Visa (DTV)

Eligible Foreigners

- Remote Workers/Digital Nomads/Freelancers

(1 time extension of stay at the Immigration

Visa Validity: 5 years
(multiple-entry)

Visa Fee: 10,000 baht

Visa Exemption (60 days)cg’ Visa on arrival (VoA)

Nationals of the following 93
countries and territories are entitled
to visa exemption for the purpose of
tourism and short-term business
engagements, for a period not
exceeding 60 days.
