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Mr. Rajat Dalmia, is a successful businessman and Honorary Consul
of Grand Duchy of Luxembourg, his organization is dealing in tea
plantation and producing tea for past 60 years. He also has
experience in financing the commercial movies, both in Tollywood
and Bollywood and runs three restaurants in Kolkata, most of them
are Italian based outlet.

Mr. Balkrishna Dalmia, father of Mr. Rajat Dalmia, has been the
: . longest serving Honorary Consul of The Netherlands in Kolkata
LA from the year 1998 to 2009 and he is also the Executive Committee
Member of Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FICCI), New

Delhi.

For consecutive six years the Tea Board of India has awarded his organization for
producing best quality of tea and for highest yield in tea production in North Bengal.

The independent Survey conducted by the Confederation of Indian Industries (CIl) has
also recommended Mr. Rajat Dalmia’s Kurti Tea Estate, located in North Bengal as a
most potential site for Tea Tourism in North Bengal.

Teas that are produce in the Kurti Tea Estate are sold in the Siliguri Auction Centre and
also to Private Buyers in different States in India. Teas that are sold from the Auction
Centre and also to Private Buyers directly are blended in their mix in their retail packets.
Some of the premium buyers who buy teas to mix in their retail packets are sold under
brands like Society Tea, Jewraj Tea etc.

Mr. Rajat Dalmia carries a strong vision to take up a tea plantation and tea tourism
venture or a business undertaking in Thailand. He is looking for a business associate for
this venture, who could be a representative of a government body or agency or a
corporate house or an individual investor in Thailand who would join hands to achieve
this potential dream.

According to Mr. Dalmia’s road map for investments in Thailand, the ownership of land
for tea plantation shall be with the Thai business associate and to begin the project an
estimated requirement of land is to be between 800 to 1000 acres, which will be procured
in different phases.

After receiving a positive gesture from the Thai business associate, a research team from

India will be send to Thailand for making necessary initial study of soil, climatic
condition, land terrain etc based on which it will be certain as to which is the best tea
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variety that could be grown under a given situations. On mutual understanding the tea
plants will be planted which will take 4 to 5 years to come up a productive stage. During
this tea plantation growth period, Mr. Dalmia recommend to focus on designing the
layout of the factory along with tea tourism resorts within the same premises of the
factory.

Mr. Dalmia is confident that the tea produce through this said venture would be absorbed
by the global demand for tea. He proposes to import some proportion of the tea produce
in Thailand to India, which could be used to blend with other variety of tea.

Mr. Rajat Dalmia is open to the option, in respect to the starting or launching of a new
brand for retailing tea in the global tea industry through the Thailand venture. He has also
kept the option open to sell teas through private buyers who already have their existing
brands.

Mr. Rajat Dalmia hopes that this venture will not only bring more employment of local
inhabitant of Thailand but also build and develop a new image of Thailand to the global
world, as Tea tourism will be the first of its kind in Thailand.

However, in order to promote the proposed tea tourism in Thailand, he suggests bringing
some top Bollywood celebrity that will create a sensation in the tourism industry.

Speaking on commencing a Thai based restaurant in Kolkata, Mr. Dalmia is very
optimistic about it. In Kolkata we don’t have good number of Thai based restaurant and
there is pot full of opportunity to tap this untouched segment. In order to give existence to
this venture, he needs well experience two Thai chefs who will share its expertise to
design the layout of the restaurant, bearing in mind the theme of the restaurant. Under the
same roof Thai massage will also be provided to customers. A complimentary Thal
massage will be offered only to selective customers.

In his message, to the Thai business community, he said it would be a enriching
experience and a good business gain if Thai investor visit West Bengal, Bihar and Orissa
at regular interval of time and study the prevailing market scenario and look for right
investment opportunity.
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
