
Thailand starts the 90-day visa exemption
for Gee nationals going (or medical purpose .

•:. Starting from 5 January 2013, nationals of GCC countries; Bahrain, Kuwait, Oman,
Qatar. Saudi Arabia and United Arab Emirates, can enjoy their medical treatments in
Thailand (or 90 days without visa .

•:. The new regulation also allows a patient to have not more than 3 individuals
of Gee nationals (i.e. parents, children, spouse or maid), accompanying
him/her to stay in Thailand for 90 days without visa.

•:. The Gee nationals who wish to be eligible for the 90 -day visa exemption
shall present following documents to immigration officers upon arrival in
Thailand.

» For the patient
./ an official medical appointment issued by the certified health

institutions in Thailand
./ (2) Financial support documents (i.e. health insurance) issued by authorities

concerned in their respective countries
» For individuals
./ copy of official documents for the proof of relationship between the patient

and the accompanying individuals (i.e. birth certificate, marriage
certificate, house registration, [D. card I in case of member offamily)

./ (2) employment contract (in case of employee or maid)

./ (3) affidavit of support form (prepared by hospitals in Thailand)
