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Announcement
Discontinuation of Function of Honorary Consular Officers
Regarding Visa Issuance and Legalization

In accordance with the Regulation of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs Governing
the Appointment and Function of Honorary Consular Officers of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E.
2563 (2020), which will enter into force on 28 May 2021, honorary consular officers are
prohibited from issuing visas to foreigners to enter the Kingdom of Thailand, as well as from
legalizing any documents in the name of the honorary consular officers of the Kingdom of
Thailand.

To comply with the said Regulation, the Honorary Consulate-General of
Thailand in Canary Islands will stop issuing visas and legalizing any documents in the name of
honorary consular officers of the Kingdom of Thailand from 28 May 2021. Therefore from
that said date onwards until further notice, residents from the Canary Islands who wish to
apply for visas or legalization must submit their application*directly to the Royal Thai
Embassy in Madrid both in person at the Embassy or by post. Inquiry can be made through
