Secret 1: Learn about word stress

Try to pronounce English words differently |
because one syllable in each word is stressed. |
This happens with words of 2 or more]
syllables, e.g., PHOtograph, phoTOGrapher, |
photoGRAPHic. |

Native English speakers listen to the stressed
syllables, not to the weak syllables.

Secret 2: Sentence Stress

Some words in 3 sentence are stressed and some
are weak or quiet.
We WANT to go.
We DON'T WANT to go.
We WANT to GO to WORK.

Secret 3: Listen, Listen, Listen

Some students say they don't listen to
programmes like the BBC news on the radio
because the presenters speak too fast and it's
difficult to understand. But, when it's too fast
and you can’t understand it, that's exactly when
you NEED to listen to it.
