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Italians like to talk, and there’s rarely a moment of silence in the course of a
conversation in Italy.  Italians will welcome discussion about Italian art, movies,
architecture, food, wine and, of course, soccer.

It’s also OK to talk about current events, but avoid talking about politics.

You should also stay away from religion, and do not ask about someone’s family,
job or salary unless you know them quite well.

Brazilians tend to talk very fast and conversations are often very lively, with frequent interruptions
and a lot of physical contact.  Don’t be worried if the person you’re talking to exclaims “No!” at
something you’ve said.  He or she isn’t disagreeing, but is showing polite interest in what is being
discussed.

People stand close, facing each other, and maintain steady eye contact
at all times – it is considered rude to break eye contact.

Brazilians may not want to talk about their own personal lives (e.g. their position in a company,
income, religion or family), but they may ask you personal questions of this kind!  Also, stay away
from topics such as economic and environmental problems; ethnic and class differences; and politics,
but feel free to talk about food; Brazilian music and arts; and soccer and other sports.

 Do you know when to use phrases beginning with of, and when to use

an apostrophe (’) with s?

Phrases beginning with of

When the possessor is not a human being or animal,   possession is often indicated

by the use of a phrase beginning with of following the name of the thing

possessed.

e.g. the size of the portrait, the colour of the carpet, the beginning of the story

An apostrophe (’) with s

The ending ’s is most often used with nouns referring to human beings and animals.

e.g. the child’s toy,  the bird’s toy

The ending ’s may also be used with nouns referring to non-living things which are

sometimes thought of as if they  were living such as ships, countries, corporations and

the earth.

e.g. the ship’s bell, Italy’s exports, the city’s parks, the earth’s surface.

In addition, the ending ’s is used with nouns referring to non-living things in a few

idioms.

e.g. your money’s worth

For plural nouns which end in s, the ending ’s is not used. Instead, an apostrophe is

placed after the s which indicates a plural.

e.g. the students’ books, the Smiths’house.
